Tasks for January 

Keep lawns and pot plants well watered.  A healthy lawn will resist the 

invasion of weeds that may occur when lawns are weakened by droughts 

Spray roses at regular intervals to control black spot, powdery mildew and 

insect pests. 

Spent flower heads should be cut back regularly to encourage new growth 

and extra flowering. 

Feed the garden to encourage growth 

Continue mulching the soil with any suitable material; even newspaper 

will work effectively 

Water with a handheld hose to conserve what in many areas is a dwindling 

resource. 

Spray pip and stone fruit for fungal diseases, caterpillars and codling 

moth. 

Treat Porina damage on lawns 

Protect small seedlings from slug and snail damage 

Use Derris dust to prevent caterpillar damage 

 

Plants that protect others from insects pests 

Chives will keep nearby plants free from aphids 

Nasturtium keeps away aphids and whitefly 

Onions, parsley and rosemary will all keep away carrot rust fly 

Peppermint and sage will both deter white butterfly 

Pyrethrum daisies will keep spider mites and aphids at bay 

Rhubarb will protect surrounding plants from spider mite and whitefly 

Mints keep ants and aphids away 

Marigolds keep nematodes way from crops.  They also keep the vegetable 

garden free from many insects 

Borage attracts bees into the garden and is an ideal companion plant to 

strawberries

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PUMPKINS  Growing pumpkins is a great family activity to try during the summer holi-

days. Sow a few pumpkin seeds straight into mounds of prepared soil and, after theyôve 

germinated, remove the weakest plants, leaving the two strongest.  Pumpkins take some 

time to reach maturity -  it maybe four months or more before theyôre at harvest stage,  

but theyôre very tolerant of neglect.

COURGETTES OR ZUCCHINIS are some of the easiest summer veggies and theyôre ideal for getting the 

kids involved in gardening. Start by choosing a sunny spot and digging in some well rotted manure or com-

post.  If the soil is dry it helps to dig in some water storage crystals before planting.  Build the soil up into a 

mound, form a saucer shaped depression in the top and water well.  The next day when the soilôs still 

moist, sow three or four seed into the mound.  Keep these moist but donôt over water as the seeds are 

prone to rotting in the soil just like pumpkins and cucumbers.  After the seedlings have emerged select the 

two strongest and remove the others.  Zucchini plants have male and female flowers but only the females, 

the ones with tiny fruit at the base, will grow into zucchinis.  Keep looking and as soon as you see the first 

female flower, hand pollinate by brushing pollen from the male flower onto the centre of the female.  Zuc-

chinis taste much better when picked young, but a small zucchini can blow up al-

most overnight into a marrow.  This means loss of flavour and shuts down the 

plants flower reproduction factory, hence regular harvesting is the most important 

task for zucchini growers.  For a bit of fun kids can write their names on a tiny 

zucchini and when you allow this one to grow into a marrow the child's name will 

expand with it.
