Most of the 

worlds trade today is handled by multinational com-

panies sourcing grain from large production areas 

like Australia and the USA.  Most grain consumed to-

day in NZ is imported grain, a factor brought about 

by decisions made 20 years ago.  This has resulted in 

a gradual decline of the industry .  A trend which 

may be hard to stop if we need to.

Put in-
door plants into an unheated room which gets plenty of bright 
light all day long.  Water only once every six weeks, make sure 
any saucers under the plants are kept dry as sitting in cold
