Tasks for August 

Prepare the garden for Spring planting , digging in good amounts of compost 
Sow seeds in trays ready for transplanting later 
Sow parsnip, turnip, Swedes, peas and broad beans 
Start sprouting seed potatoes ready for sowing 
Protect seedlings from slugs and snails 
Fertilise fruit  trees 
Complete rose pruning 
Rake up the last of the winter leaves.  

LAWN TIME  -  Spring is getting closer and  closer with daylight savings begins on the 27th Septem-

ber, warmer weather and longer days means its time to think about your lawns. 
Start fertilising the lawn, water well if using a general fertiliser and treat for Moss by using Iron Sulphate. 

 

Regular Lawn Seed - Traditional lawn blend, soft, fine and tidy. 
Hardy Lawn Seed - Drought tolerant, wear resistance, dark green colour. 
Super Fine Lawn Seed - Extra fine, low maintenance, good colour over cooler months. 

SITE PREPERATION 

  Prior to any seed been sown, it is important to get the site prepared to a stage that will encourage good establishment.  It is 
recommended to check the drainage of the area to ensure the area does not become sodden during any heavy rain fall. 
 

1:   Spray off all weeds in the area to be grassed.  You should use a non residual spray (GLYPHOSATE) which simply     
means the spray is harmless once it makes contact with the soil. 

2:   Cultivate the soil either with a fork or rotary hoe. 

3:   It is advisable to wait a further 2-3 weeks for weeds to strike and respray as further weeds will strike if you disturb the 
soil. This will apply to any soil brought onto the property. 

4:    Now you can prepare your seedbed.  It should be firm to walk on with the top 5 to 10cms relatively loose for sowing the 
seed into.  Using a levelling bar and rake, work repeatedly in several directions over the area, also use your feet to firm 
the soil. 

Did you know!  Peppers with 3 bumps on the bottom are sweeter and 

better for eating.  Peppers with 4 bumps on the bottom are firm
er and 

better for cooking!
