Tasks for February  

Heel cuttings can be taken from many plants 

Protect tiny seedlings from the sun 

Water newly planted seeds and seedlings: germination and plant development 

will slow if they are allowed to dry out 

Protect seedlings with snail and slug killer, or place seed trays well above soil 

level. 

Dust cabbage and cauliflowers with Derris dust to prevent an invasion of white 

butterfly and caterpillars. 

Watch out for fungal problems 

Sow Spring onions and salad plants, beet root and spinach, rocket 

and cabbage

Treatment for the control of 

fleas and lice on horses and 

dogs, flystrike, shearing cuts 

and docking on sheep. 

Horses & Dogs: Dust animals 

thoroughly, working the pow-

der well into the hair or fur.
