Pigs, like all animals, must have constant access to clean fresh drinking
water. Pigs also like to make a wallow (a muddy hole) to lie in. They may
do this by tipping the water out of their water trough. They will also stand
in the water trough and wash their dirty faces in it. So it needs to be
checked regularly, cleaned out and refilled.

DOGS
Water makes up about 80% of a dog's body, and is essential for nearly all
of the processes that keep that body going. Water helps a dog filter waste,

regulate its body temperature, digest food and circulate blood
Dogs drink about 28 mils of water for every pound they weigh. For

example a 32 Ib. cocker spaniel will drink around 896 mls of water per
day.
