Tasks for July 

 

¶ Prepare flower beds with compost and a general fertiliser 

¶ Prune hydrangeas and roses 

¶ Regularly trim conifer hedges from this month on 

¶ Build up the vegetable beds with compost.  

¶ Major rose pruning is usually done in July, but if your area is 

subject to late frosts,  postpone pruning until frosts has passed. 

¶ Plant Cauliflowers and Cabbage seedlings and sow 

early Peas. 

¶ In warmer areas plant Lettuce, Silverbeet and Broc-

coli seedlings and Onions. 

¶ Time now to dig in your green crops, add Sulphate of Ammonia 

and Lime to help break it down.  

¶ Lay your Potatoes out in a tray and get them sprouted. 

¶ Turn over your compost now.  Cover with plastic or pea straw to 

maintain the heat.  

¶ Don't forget to feed your indoor plants because they are still 

growing. Take caution not to over water them though. 

¶ Polyanthus will benefit from an application of Dried Blood to 

increase plant vigour and flowering. 

¶ Plan ahead for the coming busy months.  

¶ Plant Gladioli corns for early Summer flowering.  

¶ If young trees or shrubs need transplanting now is a good time to 

do it while they are at their most dormant stage. 

¶ Remember to continue protecting your plants from frosts  

¶ At the moment there is not a lot that needs to be 

done with your lawn. Mow when the grass is dry.
