Oops - NO DIG GARDEN 

Last month the figures for layering were 

incorrect,  we have revisited  them and 

here are the new calculations 
Start your garden like this: 

 

1. Lay a 5mm thick 

layer newspaper,  

2. Add pads of pea 

straw/hay or   similar,  

3. Sprinkle blood & 

bone meal over  

straw/hay,  

4. Add 20cm loose 

straw    

5. Next, sprinkle 

over more blood & 

bone meal.   

6. Add 10cm compost or10cm potting mix,  

7. Repeat steps 1 to 6 (if necessary) until you 

reach the top of raised bed,  

8. Finishing with compost/potting mix

Garden Centre 
Tasks for September 
A busy month in the garden but watch out for the weather which can 
change dramatically from day to day.  
Our biggest tip of the month is to not forget Father's Day! 
 
* Vegetables - The last of your green crops should be dug in now. Broad Beans will start to grow rapidly 

soon so prepare something to support them. Plant out sprouted potatoes. Seeds of Silverbeet, Peas, Cabbage, Cauliflower, Broc-
coli and Onions can be sowed straight into the garden. Apply mulch and compost to the garden now to feed your plants and con-
serve moisture for the warmer months 

 
* Fruit - Fruit trees can now receive some attention to ensure a healthy crop. Spray citrus with Copper, apples and pears with Con-

quer Oil and Copper. Stone fruits should be sprayed with Natures Way Pyrethrum as soon as petals appear to combat brown rot.  
 

* Fertilisers - Remember to fertilise and compost your garden and plants: healthy plants are less susceptible to pests and diseases. 

Feed your annuals with a liquid fertiliser to give them a boost. Fertilise all areas of the garden including Roses, Camellias, Azaleas 
and Rhododendrons. Remember to water in well unless rain is due that day. For best results in colder areas where there is a dan-
ger of frosts, wait a few weeks to do this. Remember to protect young seedlings from Slugs and Snails.  Place Mulch around your 
plants out to the drip line up to a hands width away from the trunks or stems of plants.   

  
* Lawns - Prepare the ground for sowing or top dressing. Feed established lawns. If the weather is reasonably warm you can treat 

the lawn for Grass Grub.

Usage recommendations:   

Soil Enhancer - Dressing - Spring & Autumn = 125g/m2 

Tightly mown green lawn - Dressing - Spring & Autumn = 60-80g/m2 

Non Mown grass areas - Dressing - Spring & Autumn = 60g/m2, 125-200kg/ha 

NEEM GRANULES  
The granules are the crushed kernels of the Neem tree. They contain the Neem properties 

that make the insecticide control.  

The Neem Pellets can be used for soil insects such as root mealy bugs, root nematodes, 

grass grubs, carrot flies etc.  

As the granules break down the Neem properties are taken up through the roots of 

plants and will help to keep the plants healthier and pest free, through the systemic action. 

Container plants - sprinkle a table spoon (dependent on the size of the container) into the pot at potting 

up time or place on top of the mix. 

Potting Mix  -  50 grams to 50 litres of potting mix, estimated effectiveness up to about 4-6 months  

Soil  - 50-100 grams per square metre.  Estimated effectiveness about 1-3 months 

Planting or sowing seeds - work the granules into the top 10cm of soil and likewise around 

plants you wish to protect.  
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
